1. Using an 8 mm nut driver/socket and wrench, loosen the clamps between the factory intake tube, the throttle body, and the factory 
airbox.  

2. Using a 10mm socket and wrench, remove the bolt from the bracket holding the intake tube to the intake manifold. Pull the factory 
intake tube away from the throttle body.  

3. Use a set of pliers to loosen and slide back the attached vacuum hose clamp, then remove the hose from the intake tube. 
4. Using a 10 mm nut driver/socket and wrench, remove the four (4) screws securing the factory throttle body to the intake manifold. 

These screws will not be used to install the aFe POWER Silver Bullet Throttle Body Spacer. Keep these screws in case the vehicle 
needs to be returned to stock. 

5. Leaving the factory O-ring in place, position the new aFe POWER Silver Bullet Throttle Body Spacer between the intake manifold 
and throttle body, with the “TOP” engraving at facing upwards, and the supplied gasket should be positioned between the aFe 
POWER Silver Bullet Throttle Body Spacer and the factory throttle body. 

6. Use the supplied hardware (M6 screws, washers, and lock washers) to secure the throttle body and spacer to the intake manifold. 
The lock washer will sit between the head of the screw and the standard washer. The washers will be placed on the screw first with 
the sunken side facing the throttle body. Torque the supplied screws to 10 Nm (89 lb/in). 

7. Reinstall the factory intake tube, reconnect the vacuum line with its clamp, fasten the tube to the bracket from Step 2, and tighten 
all other clamps. 
 
 

Make sure to retighten all bolts and clamps after 100 miles of driving.
