 Using pliers, disconnect the (2) hoses attached to the vacuum switch on the intake tube. Disconnect 

the electrical connector and plastic wire guide from the vacuum switch. 
 Disconnect the hose from the valve cover that attaches to the intake tube. Disconnect the electrical 

wire from the MAF sensor. Using a 10mm nut driver, loosen the clamp connecting the intake tube to 
the throttle body. Unclip the upper airbox cover from the lower airbox housing and remove the intake 
tube and upper airbox cover from the vehicle. 
 Using an 8mm socket, remove the (3) screws on the throttle body. Do not disconnect the hoses 

attached to the throttle body.  
 Place the  spacer behind the throttle body with the provided o-ring installed into the 

groove of the spacer. Make sure the o-ring on the intake manifold is in place. Using the provided 
longer screws and washers, tighten the throttle body and spacer to the intake manifold.  
Reinstall the intake tube and upper airbox, tighten the clamp onto the throttle body, and clip the upper 

airbox to the lower airbox. Reconnect the electrical connector to the MAF sensor. Reconnect the hose 
to the valve cover. Reconnect the (2) hoses to the vacuum switch attached to the intake tube. 
Reconnect the electrical connector and wire guide to the vacuum switch.
